Activities:

The Society aims to run a weekly meeting for its members every Tuesday evening at a convenient time and location. Nominally, these will be at 7pm in the Union building.

The activities to be held during these meetings will be published on the Society web site and the Society ‘Facebook’ page at least one week in advance. Changes to venues, times and activities will be kept to a minimum and publicised as far in advance as possible.

Additional meetings and activities will be scheduled where appropriate and shall be advertised on the web site and ‘Facebook’ page, giving as much notice as possible.

Publicity:

The Society will maintain the web site and the blog and keep it up-to-date. It will feature a list of officers, the list of upcoming events, a record of past events and contacts page.

The ‘Facebook’ page will be checked regularly and all events will be published on it. A committee member will respond to all discussion threads and wall posts as son as possible and at least within seven days.

An email will be sent out to all members and mailing list subscribers at least once per week outlining upcoming events and detailing events that have occurred that week. 

The executive committee will make themselves available for contact during prescribed times and will return all correspondence within seven days.

The Society notice board will be updated and publicised where possible and will contain information about upcoming events.

Sub.TV, The Gist and other Union advertising mediums will be used to alert students to events and meetings.

Posters and flyers will be used where appropriate, particularly in Roger Stevens Building.

Membership:

This aim will be achieved by increasing the exposure of events through publicity, introducing Atheism Explored [Working Title] and Re-fresher’s Fair.

Atheism Explored [Working Title]

2008 will see the introduction of a new set of events provisionally called Atheism Explored. The nature of this course is to highlight the positive aspects of a secular, atheist life and how the philosophies and though processes that associate this life stance can have a positive impact on an individual’s life and experience.

The core aspects of the course will revolve around ethics, rationalism and secularism. It is essentially a look at the human condition and how an absence of a creator need not diminish a person’s life experience.

The course will last approximately eight weeks and each week will be a self contained, but connected module that will examine an aspect of the world and society from an atheist view and explore how that view is associated with an individual.

The course will be designed to be interactive and attendee led, i.e. that although a module will be written, the actual course of the meeting will be dictated by feedback and interaction.
