Week of Events Planned by University Union Atheist Society

Leeds University Union’s newly-formed atheist society will be holding a week of events to introduce the society to students and the general public. ‘Rationalist Week’ will take place from the 16th – 20th April. The society was formed in response to increasing concern about the influence of religion across all sections of society.


“If you follow a religion you can head to your local place of worship and find like-minded people and a community ready, willing and waiting,” said Atheist Society president Chris Worfolk yesterday. “If you happen to be one of the increasing numbers of people who reject religion and its irrational approach to life, you might feel that you’re on your own.”

Society member Dr. Richard Parker backed this up. “Atheism can seem a bit isolating at first. It isn’t a belief system, there’s no doctrine and no one set of beliefs that unites atheists - we simply encourage independent, rational thought about life and all its issues. We hold regular discussions and debates with each other, and with members of many faith groups.”


‘Rationalist Week’ events will be held in a marquee outside Leeds University Union. Highlights will include a debate with the Christian Union over the existence of Jesus Christ. Refreshments will be provided and all events are free and open to the general public as well as staff, students and graduates of the university.
