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Colour scheme

Presenting a united and professional brand is important and therefore the main colour scheme matches that of the logo.

When a more neutral and unified colour scheme is requires for more formal documents perhaps, the blue used in the main colour scheme can be extended to form a full palette as blue almost always looks professional. This palette can also be used when the colour blocks need to be placed so they are touching as the full colour palette tends to clash when colour blocks are placed right next to each other.
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Letter heads and email signatures

The letter heads want to be kept simple and clean as this looks most professional and so the easiest way to do this is to add a signature at the bottom which then keeps the top part free for people to add their own address and contact details as obviously there is no central office for the AHS and therefore we may not want all mail to go to the BHA’s office.
It is also easy to incorporate a footer into any word processing software and templates.
