Bare-Faced Messiah
A Dubious Prodegy
· Ron had a fairly mundane childhood
· Though he was a big writer
· Claimed to be the youngest Eagle Scout in the country
· A claim somewhat hampered by the fact the Boy Scounts didn’t keep records of their Eagle Scouts’ ages
Whither Did He Wander?
· “He travelled far and wide in the Far East, taming local natives and exploring their culture”
· Actually his father was posted to Guam
· He soon headed home again to live with the family
· On return of course he told the local newspaper of his exploits
· He dropped out of school and tried to get back to his parents saying he had bad luck because he was born on Friday the 13th
· Unfortunately for him, 13 March 1911, was a Monday
Explorer Manqué
· “Between 14-18 (1925-1929) he travelled widely, went to George Washington University to do nuclear physics. Became a director via the Caribbean Motion Picture Expedition and then conducted the West Indies Mineral Survey – the first complete survey of Puerto Rico”
· He was home tutored in Guam then went home and attended Swaverly, then Woodward to try and get into George Washington University
· In 1930 he enlisted in the United States Marine Corps Reserve for a few months, lying about his age and history
· In September 1930 he was admitted to George Washington University to study civil engineering
· He didn’t study though but instead joined The Hatchet newspaper and started a Gliding Club
· He began writing for Sportsman Pilot and established himself a national reputation as a pilot – even after his trainee licence had expired, never completing his full pilot’s licence
· CMPE was organised, though it was really just a “summer cruise”
· It was a disaster, they ran out of money, half the 100 strong crew deserted and the ship was told to sail back because of lack of money
· He dropped out of school and his farther sent him to Puerto Rico to work for the Red Corss
· Ron had other ideas and just travelled about a bit
Blood and Thunder
· “Between 1933 and 1941 Ron wrote over seven million words”
· He did not go around on expeditions to Central America
· He did however meet Polly
· He tried to make it as a writer but didn’t make much money
· Then he discovered pulp magazines which were popular during the depression
· He spent time in New York meeting other writers
· Gave birth to his first son, then a second and so moved back with the family
· He even had a hit movie and a hardback novel – which he then spent on a boat
Science Fictions
· “He was asked to try science fiction and when he did, he changed the face of the genre”
· Campbell became the editor of Astounding
· Went on an expedition as part of the Explorers’ Club, with Polly, up the coast
· He got himself commissioned in the navy
The Hero That Never Was
· “He was a war hero and the first causality to be returned from the Far East”
· Ron never made it that far
· He started out as a paper pusher
· Eventually made it as far as Australia before being sent home for bad behaviour
· He was eventually given his own command
· He spent several days, 5 ships and 2 blimps chasing non-existent submarines
· Dark glasses
· Was sent back to his desk job
· Went off sick even though doctor’s could find nothing wrong with him
· Eventually discharged
Black Magic and Betty
· “Hubbard broke up black magic in America and rescued a girl”
· He left the navy to go to California and engaged in such practices
· Started having an affair with Betty
· Much to Jack Parson’s annoyance
· They set up Allied Enterprises and eventually ran off together with $10,000 of Jack’s money
· He then married Betty, while still married to Polly
The Mystery of the Missing Research
· “In 1948 his writings on the nature of life began to privately circulate and all that read it regarded it as a huge breakthrough”
· He and Betty moved to California
· In his private journals he admits he made it up “the foot injury is no longer needed”
· They had no money and with no pension increase because the doctors couldn’t find anything wrong with him, they moved to New York then elsewhere
· In 1947 Polly filed for divorce
· Ron moved himself and Betty back home (now called Sara), he then moved to Los Angeles and became a hyponotist
· He was arrest for petty theft, fined $25, which he paid immediately
· In 1949 be went back to writing pump and started a book on “Science of the Mind”
· In the December issue of Astounding, Campbell wrote an editorial announcing Dianetics was on it’s way
The Strange Debut of Dianetics
· They moved to New Jersey in 1949 at Campbell’s request as he was a huge fan of Dianetics
· Ron began claiming it could cure everything but the scientific community dismissed his ideas
· Sara was pregnant
· Campbell convinced Dr Joseph Winter
· They all wrote a paper together but the journal’s rejected it
· They eventually settled on the word “engram” as a bad word
· In March 1950 Sara gave birth to Alexis
· In May they established the Hubbard Dianetic Research Foundation
· Isaac Asimov described the science as “gibberish”
· The May 1950 issue of Astounding published an introduction to Dianetics
· It talked about the analytical mind and abhorations
· The book was rubbish, and sexist
· Science fiction fans began auditing their friends to see if it worked, it took off and in July reached reached the top of the Los Angeles Times best seller list
· Ron began to run a course for $500 each on audit counselling
· The scientific community came out against it with the Scientific American saying it contained the least amount of evidence of any book ever printed
Commies, Kidnaps and Choas
· “The government tried to force him to work for them for evil but he resigned and escaped – and ever after the government hated him”
· Ron went to LA, gave a lecture with the first clear, and it failed
· Foundation branches were soon opening up all over the US and they bought a $4.5 million mansion on California as a base centre
· Ron became paranoid that the CIA were out to get him
· Ron was an amazing lecturer – talking more bullshit than Norm
· He had an affair with Barbara, but then Sara arrived
· The training continued, covering up the fact that people were often having breakdowns
· Winter resigned because the Foundation wasn’t doing any research
· Art Ceppos resigned too, Ron got angry and reported them to the FBI as communists
· He kidnapped his own daughter and put her into care, the later kidnapped Sara and tried to have her declared insane
· This failed so he kept the kid and reported her as communist as well as many of his employees, the FBI dismissed him as mental
· Ron moved to Cuba with De Mille, Sara filed for divorce
Bankrolling and Bankruptcy
· They got millionaire Don Purcell to bring Ron back to the US
· Started a new Foundation base in Witchita
· Sold his a daughter Alexis in exchange for Sara dropping her allegations and allowing him to divorce her
· He mocked Purcell for throwing away his glasses
· The Foundations gradually went bankrupt, including the Witchita one which owned all the copyrights
· Ron married Mary Sue who was then two months pregnant
· Ron opened the Hubbard College with traded for 6 weeks and then Ron held a convention at which he introduced the e-meter as well as announcing something even more exciting – Scientology
Phoenix Rising
· “Hubbard got many honours and awards including an honorary doctorate”
· In 1952 he headed to Phoenix, Arizona to the new office of the Hubbard Association of Scientologists
· He came up with the term thetan to mean soul and the aim was to become an operating thetan – even though Jesus only made it to just above clear
· Hubbard published The History of Man via his own publishing house, Scientific Press of Phoenix
· His first son, Nibs moved to Phoenix to become a Scientologist
· In September 1952 he went to London to take control of a Dianetics group that had formed there
· Mary Sue gave birth to Diana
· They returned to the US in November and was later arrested
· He then went back to London to work with Hubbard Association of Scientologists International
· He felt he had a lack of qualifications so asked for a PhD from a quack university named Sequoia
· He had Helen O’Brien move the publishing business from Phoenix (where his house had been burgled) to Philadelphia where it continued to publish the Journal of Scientology almost all written by Ron, except when he wanted to review his own work in which case he used the pen name Tom Esterbrook
· He wrote a letter to Helen suggesting they convert it into a religion and open centres
· In January 1954 Mary Sue gave birth to a second child
· At the end of 1964 Purcell gave up and handed control to Ron
Apostle of the Main Chance
· “In February 1954 the first Church of Scientology was founded”
· Actually it was in December 1953 and he founded three – Church of American Science, Church of Scientology and Church of Spiritual Engineering
· Association leaders began to call themselves ministers and some far out people even started calling themselves “reverend”
· Mary Sue gave birth to her third child
· Ron told his followers to bring everyone under their control and “utterly ruin” anyone who didn’t
· He moved to London came up with the idea of “Causality Contacts”
· He developed Dianazene which protects you from radiation – which the FDA quickly swooped on and destroyed
Lord of the Manor
· “I won the Maharajah’s Sussex estate in a Poker game”
· Actually, he bought it
· He told the local newspaper his name was Dr Hubbard, a nuclear scientist who was revolutionising gardening
· He attached a e-meter to plants
· His son quit the church because of money
· His mother died, he was ordered to come home but didn’t stay for the funeral
· Sec-checks were introduced to ensure no troublemakers got into the organisation
· He urged followers to get into politics by the back door – as secretaries or bodyguards
· In 1961 the sec check increased with questions about sexual deviancy or bad thoughts about him or Mary Sue
· In August 1962 he wrote to president Kennedy saying that all US austranughts must be trained by Scientology if they wanted to make it into space
Visits to Heaven
· 1963 the FDA raided the Scientology office in Washington
· It emerged that Ron had been to heaven – twice
· He introduced conditions, reporting people to ethics officers and fair game policy
· In 1966 Australia outlawed Scientology
· He then set up the Public Investigation Section
· John McMaster was named as the first Clear
· They had their own journal, The Auditor
· He went to Rhodesia but got kicked out
· He started “The Sea Project”
Launching the Sea Org
· In 1967 he appointed himself Commodore
· He resigned as the president of the Church of Scientology
· He got a committee together to work out how much the Church owed him, which turned out to be $13 million, but he said forget about it
· He once again got the Explorers’ Club flag
· He discovered OT3 and started sailing up and down the coast looking for treasure he had buried in previous lives
· He bought several boats, loaded all his stuff onto them as well as people holding the recently introduced billion year contracts
In Search of Past Lives
· He spent a while treasure hunting
· The British government banned him from coming back
· The term “wog” was adopted for non-Scientologists
· He introduced “overboarding” and they worked 17 hour says
Messengers of God
· He became paranoid, checking everyone’s mail and creating fake companies for people to travel under
· People were banned from leaving and passports were locked in the safe
· Commodore’s Messenger Organisation, pubescent girls
· Commodore’s Staff Aids, formed the senior management
· Susan Meister shot herself in June 1971
· They went to Morocco but when the French Church was indicted for fraud Ron decided to flee
Atlantic Crossing
· Ron fled to New York but soon found out he was in the clear
· Ron stayed hidden for months, almost never going out
· He started Operation Snow White
· In September 1973 he was told it was safe to return to the ship
· He set up Rehabilitation Project Force
· Messengers became more powerful, now dressed in hot pants and halter tops, though he never tried anything
· He went back to the US but the CIA were waiting for him so he headed for the Caribbean
· While there he had a minor stroke and was in hospital for three weeks
Running Aground
· They rented The Neptune Motel and moved Sea Org onto land
· Soon they found a permanent base in Clearwater
· Ron moved into a town 5 miles north to stay out of the way
· Soon their cover was blown and Ron set out with two aids, driving to Washington
· A man suspected of being in Operation Snow White was arrested so Ron and Kima fled to Los Angeles
· They then settled down at a ranch near Palm Springs
Making Movies
· In 1977 he launched Purification Rundown to rid the world of drugs
· He made enquiries about getting himself a Nobel prize for it
· The FBI raided the Washington and Los Angeles officers and Ron once again took to the road with a handful of servants
· He wrote a film script about Xenu
· He moved back to the ranch when safe, kicked Mary Sue out and began preparing to shoot a film, founding Cine Org
· Ron then became very ill but recovered when being audited by David Mayo, even though what he said clearly contradicted the legend
· Someone took photos of the ranch and Ron fled again
· He went to a sleepy mountain town and began to use disguises to go out with (Hemet)
· Mary Sue was jailed and the Operation Snow White Documents were made public
· Kima and Mike Douglas “blew the org”
· He then married a messenger, Annie
· At the end of February 1980 he disappeared with Annie and messenger Pat, and was never seen again
Missing, Presumed Dead
· David Miscavige replaced Mary Sue as head of the church
· Ron released Battlefield Earth which Scientologists were told to buy lots of
· 19 January 1986 Ron sent his last communication – announcing he was promoting himself to the role of Admiral
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
