· An unsound basis for research and progress

The advantages of rational thinking?

· Adaptation and evolution of beliefs
· Scientific methodology has never changed

· It can be applied to anything

· It creates a more moral society

Parallels between religion and other discourse

· Einstein, “God does not play dice”

· We ignored Einstein’s opinion on Quantum Mechanics

· So why shouldn’t we question religion?
