The cornerstone is our weekly Tuesday meeting, 7pm upstairs in the Union building. The content of these meetings varies from week to week and there will be something to suit everyone whether it is watching a film listening to a talk, debating your own ideas or simply sitting back and learning something new! 

These meetings are followed by our regular social, where we take over a corner of one of the Union bars and get down to the serious business of living our one life to the max!

We also run a variety of special events and courses that happen throughout the year. Our flagship event is Rationalist Week – where we take over the lawn outside the Union for a week and run events all day. Then there is Darwin Day, a celebration of the birth of evolutionary biologist Charles Darwin, which this year will be his 200th anniversary, so expect some fireworks on 12th February! We also run two courses, one per semester, which offer a more in depth look at some of the issues and ideas that come up over the course of the year. One Life, now in its second year, offers a secular look at things like the meaning of life, ethics and morality, truth and beauty and what happens when we die. If you are looking for answers to these questions then this is the course for you. Perspective is our new course that offers a ‘rough guide’ to the major religious groups on campus and what they believe. These courses are open to anyone and include a free lunch! Finally, there is our annual trip to London!
